


Driving Directions from Fiskardo to Agia Pelagia, Svoronata
Drive out of Fiskardo heading uphill along the main road. You will soon be passing through the village of Antipata, and after about 8km the village of Vasilikades.

After around 12km you will have a fabulous view of the Assos Peninsula down to the right hand side. 
Continue along this stretch of road and after a sharp bend (with the house precariously perched on the edge!) there is a viewpoint to look down onto the world famous Myrtos Beach – one of the highlights of Kefalonia’s and often voted one of the best beaches in the world.
Continue along this road and you will then enter into the village of Divarata and will pass a sign for “Myrtos Beach 4km” on the right hand side. Continue onwards, and you will see a STOP sign followed immediately afterwards by a crossroads. 
You can either turn right here, sign-posted for Argostoli and follow the coastal road all the way to Argostoli or alternatively you can take the new mountain road.
If you choose to take the coastal road follow the directions Option 1 below. To take the mountain route follow Option 2.

Option 1

Turn right and follow the road continuously.

You will eventually see the turning, to the right for Lixouri. Continue straight on ignoring this turning.

After here is the village of Farsa. You can see high in the hills to the left, the old village – abandoned after the 1953 earthquake. As you leave Farsa, the Paliki peninsula will come into view to the right and Argostoli slowly appearing around the corner.
Eventually you will reach another small junction with a church directly opposite you. Bear right here, continuing towards Argostoli. The Greek Cemetery and The English Cemetery will be on your left. Shortly afterwards, you will need to make a left turn opposite the “water park”.
You will now come across a small set of traffic lights. Continue over the hill, straight ahead, towards Argostoli.

OR…

Option 2

Continue straight ahead and follow the road through the small village. As you leave the village the road opens up onto a new road. Follow this road continuously all the way up through the mountains – take care of the livestock that casually wander along the road.

You will reach the summit and the road will descend sharply – you will have magnificent views of Mount Aenos (to your right) and Argostoli in the distance and the surrounding villages of the area below. Follow the road continuously – the new road will eventually finish, continue along the old road and follow the signs for Argostoli.

You will then reach a junction where the road goes round to the left signposted Faraklata & Argostoli or drops sharply to the right (signposted Argostoli) take this turning and follow the road all the way to the bottom until you reach the T-junction. There will be a small quarry opposite. Turn left here and follow this road for appx. 3 km. 

You will reach a small junction with a church to your left and the coastal road approaching fro your right. Continue straight ahead towards Argostoli. The Greek Cemetery and The English Cemetery will be on your left. Shortly afterwards, you will need to make a left turn opposite the “water park”.

You will now come across a small set of traffic lights. Continue over the hill, straight ahead, towards Argostoli.

Follow the directions from here regardless of which option you used to get to this point.

You will then start to approach a round-about where you need to be in the left hand lane. 
Traffic approaching from the right takes priority so drive onto the round-a-about and continue rounf to the left when it is safe to do so. 

Follow the dual carriageway passing LIDL supermarket on your right and up the hill.
You will then reach another round-about opposite CARREFOUR Supermarket.

Follow the road round to the left and continue straight on passing AB Supermarket on your left. Continue to follow the road uphill where The Kastro (St.Georges Castle) will come into view. 

Follow the road – you are now coming into the village of Traviata where you will come to a T-Junction with multi sign posts. Turn right here.

Follow this road for about 4km until you see reach the T-Junction with signs for Kourkoumelata / Avithos Beach. Turn left here taking the road down into Kourkoumelata. As you reach the bottom of the hill you will see a café in front called Marinas. 

Continue to follow the road round to the left and down into the village of Kaligata.

You will come to a blind T-Junction with the Airport signposted to the right. Turn right and continue downhill through Domata until you reach the crossroads. This is Svoronata.

Take the road directly ahead of you and follow this road for appx. 2km.You will reach an ‘S’ bend in the road with a hotel (Irinnia) to your right. Follow this road down hill for appx.100m until the road bends round to the right. There will be a bus shelter opposite.

Take the immediate turning to your left which will take you down into Agia Pelagia harbour.

The total distance is around 65km  and should take about 1 hour 30 minutes.
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
