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Driving Directions from Trapezaki / Lourdas to Agia Pelagia, Svoronata
If you are staying in Trapezaki or Lourdas then you will follow the same main road from both places.

You will need to follow the main road back towards Peratata and The Kastro. You will then reach Travliata (just below The Kastro) where there will be multiple signposts. 

Turn left here following signs for Kourkoumelata / Svoronata / Avithos / Airport and follow this road for appx. 3km. You will then reach the village of Metaxata (where Lord Byron resided for 3 months!). Follow the road round for a further 50m until you reach the cross roads.

At the cross roads take the left turn signposted for Kourkoumelata / Airport.

Follow the road as it winds downhill, affording fantastic views across the villages of Kourkoumelata, Sarlata and down towards Svoronata and the coast.

Kourkoumelata is one of the most famous villages on the island, especially renowned for its beautiful manicured gardens and that its re-build after the earthquake of 1953 was funded entirely by the Vergoti Family, some of who still reside in the village today.

As you leave Kourkoumelata you will then continue to follow the road downhill until you reach a very tight blind bend with a sign for the airport.

Sound your horn as you follow the road round to the right – this is Ntomata (Domata) – and continue to follow all the way down the hill until you reach the junction with the multiple signposts.

Follow the road straight across (not right into Svoronata) past the Sagittarius Mini Market on your left and then past some tavernas, accommodation units and another mini market on your right.

Continue along this road until you reach the sharp bend – the Irinnia hotel will be on your right as you come through the bend.

Follow the road for appx. another 100m and take the next turning on your left.

This will lead you down to the Agia Pelagia Marina where your skipper will meet you.
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
